GRADUATE SCHOLARSHIPS

1. Lichtenstein scholarships: Students can apply for these scholarships on the College of Business website. Ten $2,000 scholarships ($1,000 for Fall and $1,000 for Spring) are awarded annually. To be considered, students must be fully admitted to a College of Business graduate program, be enrolled in at least 6 semester hours of College of Business graduate courses each semester, and maintain at least a 3.0 GPA. The College of Business Student Success and Scholarship Committee reviews the applications and recommends scholarship recipients based on GMAT scores, GPAs, essays, number of graduate courses completed, and other scholarship funding received. The Dean approves scholarship recommendations.

2. T. D. Sells scholarship: Students can apply for this scholarship on the Coastal Bend Community Foundation website. One $2,000 scholarship ($1,000 for Fall and $1,000 for Spring) is awarded annually. To be considered, students must be fully admitted to a College of Business graduate program, be enrolled in at least 6 semester hours of College of Business graduate courses each semester, and maintain at least a 3.0 GPA. The College of Business Student Success and Scholarship Committee reviews the applications and recommends a scholarship recipient based on GMAT scores, GPAs, essays, number of graduate courses completed, and other scholarship funding received. The Dean approves the scholarship recommendation.

3. College of Business scholarships: Students can apply for these scholarships on the College of Business website. These scholarships vary in number and amount (usually $500 and $1,000 per semester) and are awarded each Fall, Spring, and Summer. To be considered, students must be fully admitted to a College of Business graduate program, be enrolled in at least 6 semester hours of College of Business graduate courses each semester (or 6 semester hours in the combined summer sessions), and maintain at least a 3.0 GPA. The College of Business Student Success and Scholarship Committee reviews the applications and recommends scholarship recipients based on GMAT scores, GPAs, essays, number of graduate courses completed, and other scholarship funding received. The Dean approves scholarship recommendations.
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
